AN ACT to amend the education |aw, the business corporation |law, the
limted liability conpany |aw and the partnership law, in relation to
providing for the Ilicensing of the profession of geology; and to
repeal section 12 of chapter 550 of the laws of 2011, amending the
busi ness corporation law and the -education lawrelating to design
pr of essi onal service corporations

Becanme a | aw Novenber 21, 2014, with the approval of the Governor.
Passed by a majority vote, three-fifths being present.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The article heading of article 145 of the education |aw,
as added by chapter 987 of the laws of 1971, is amended to read as
fol | ows:

ENG NEERI NG [ ANB] , LAND SURVEYI NG
AND GEOLOGY
§ 2. Section 7200 of the education |law, as added by chapter 987 of the
laws of 1971, is anended to read as foll ows:

§ 7200. Introduction. This article applies to the professions of
engi neering [and], land surveying and geology. The general provisions
for all professions contained in article one hundred thirty of this

title apply to this article.

8§ 3. The education law is anmended by addi ng three new sections 7204-a,
7204-b and 7206-b to read as foll ows:

8§ 7204-a. Definition of the profession of geology. The practice of the
profession of geology is defined as perform ng professional service such
as researching, investigating, consulting and geol ogical nappi ng,
describing the natural processes that act upon the earth's materials,
predi cting the probabl e occurrence of natural resources, predicting and
locating natural or human-induced phenonena which nay be useful or
hazardous to humankind and recognizing, determning and evaluating
geological factors, and the inspection and perfornance of geol ogi ca
work and the responsible supervision thereof in furtherance of the
health, safety and welfare of the public; provided, however, that
geol ogi cal mappi ng shall not include the practice of land surveying as
defined in section seventy-two hundred three of this article.

8§ 7204-b. Practice of geology and the use of title "professional geol-
ogist". Only a person licensed or otherw se authorized under this arti -
cle shall practice geology or use the title "professional geol ogist".

8 7206-b. Requirenents for a |license as a professional geologist. 1
To qualify for a license as a professional geol ogist, an applicant shal
fulfill the follow ng requirenents:

(a) Application: file an application with the departnent;

(b) Education: have received an education, including a bachelor's or
hi gher degree in geol ogi cal sciences, in accordance with the comm ssi on-
er's regul ati ons;

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(c) Experience: have at |east five years practical experience satis-
factory to the board in appropriate geol ogical work; up to one year of
experience may be credited for an advanced degree (nasters, doctorate or
an equivalent thereof) in accordance with the comni ssioner's regu-
| ati ons;

(d) Exami nation: pass an exami nation satisfactory to the board and in
accordance with the conmm ssioner's regul ati ons;

(e) Age: be at |east twenty-one years of age;

(f) Character: be of good noral character as determ ned by the depart-
nent; and

(g) Fees: pay a fee of two hundred twenty dollars to the departnent
for admssion to a departnent conducted exam nation and for an initial
license, and a fee of two hundred ten dollars for each triennial regis-
trati on period.

2. In lieu of the degree and experience requirenents specified in
par agr aphs (b) and (c¢) of subdivision one of this section, twelve years
of practical experience in geological work of a grade and character
satisfactory to the board may be accepted by the departnent.

3. For an identification card as an "intern geologist", an applicant
shall fulfill the requirements of subdivision one of this section,
except those in paragraphs (c) and (e) of such subdivision, provided
that admission to the examnation nay be given when the applicant is
within twenty credits of the conpletion of the requirenents of the bach-
el or's degree or higher as prescribed in paragraph (b) of subdivision
one of this section, or has conpleted the practical experience require-
nent of subdivision two of this section. The fee for the exam nation and
identification card as an "intern geologist" shall be seventy dollars
and the fee for each reexanination shall be seventy doll ars.

4. An applicant who applies for |licensure within one year after the
effective date of this section shall be qualified for a license as a
professional geologist without a witten exanmination if the applicant
has satisfied the requirenments of education and degree described in
paragraphs (b) and (c) of subdivision one or subdivision two of this
section no later than one year after the effective date of this section.

8§ 4. Section 7205 of the education |law, as anended by chapter 521 of
the laws of 1998, is anended to read as foll ows:

§ 7205. State board for engineering [anrd], |and surveying and geol ogy.
A state board for engineering [anrd], |and surveying and geol ogy shall be
appoi nted by the board of regents on recommendati on of the conm ssioner
for the purpose of assisting the board of regents and the departnent on
matters of professional |icensing and professional conduct in accordance
with section sixty-five hundred eight of this title. The board shall be
conposed of not |ess than seven professional engineers [anrd], not |ess
than two land surveyors and not |ess than two professional geol ogists
licensed in this state. An executive secretary to the board shall be
appoi nted by the board of regents on recommendati on of the conmi ssioner
and shal |l be a professional engineer [e+], |and surveyor or professiona
geologist licensed in this state.

8§ 5. Subdivision 2 of section 7207 of the education | aw, as added by
chapter 987 of the laws of 1971, is anmended to read as follows:

2. Alinmted pernmit to practice as a professional engineer [er], |and
surveyor or professional geologist in this state may be issued by the
department to a person not a resident in this state and having no estab-
lished place of practice in this state, when such practice does not
aggregate nore than thirty days in any cal endar year, provided that such
person is legally qualified to practice in his own state or country. The
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limted permt authorizing such right to practice in this state shal
specify the dates within the cal endar year when such right may be exer-
ci sed.

8§ 6. Subdivision 3 of section 7207 of the education |law is renunbered
subdi vision 4 and a new subdivision 3 is added to read as foll ows:

3. On recommendation of the board, the departnent nay issue a limted
permt to practice geology to a geologist not a resident of this state
and having no established place of practice in this state who is legally
qualified to practice as such in his or her ow country or state wth
standards equi valent to those enunerated in this article and who subnits
evidence satisfactory to the board established and recogni zed prof es-
sional standing in his or her own country or state and who subnits
satisfactory certification as to character and qualifications from at
| east two professional geol ogists, one of whomshall be a resident of
this state. Such I|limted permt shall be issued solely in connection
with the specific project for which such limted permt is granted.

§ 7. The section heading of section 7208 of the education |aw, as
added by chapter 987 of the laws of 1971, is anended to read as foll ows:
Exenpt persons for the professions of engineering and | and surveying.

8§ 8. The -education law is anmended by adding a new section 7208-a to
read as foll ows:

§ 7208-a. Exenpt persons in or related to the profession of geol ogy.
Nothing in this article shall be construed to affect or prevent:

1. The enploynent and supervision of interns and other persons quali -
fied by education or experience by professional geol ogists as assistants
in the perfornmance of geol ogical services, or as consultants or enpl oy-
ees in special fields related to but not uni guely geol ogy, provided that
the professional geol ogi st enpl oyi ng or supervising such persons shal
not be relieved of any responsibility whatsoever by delegation to such
persons.

2. The practice of professional engineering by a professional engineer
licensed pursuant to this article to practice engineering in this state
or an entity authorized pursuant to section seventy-two hundred ten of
this article to provide engineering in this state, including the inves-
tigation, acquisition, evaluation, and interpretation of the physica
and chemical properties of the soil, rock, groundwater, earth materials
and data related thereto, and the performance of activities as specified
in section seventy-two hundred four-a of this article, provided that no
such person shall use the designation, or hold hinself or herself out as
a "professional geologist," unless licensed as such in this state, and
provided further that nothing in this chapter shall preclude a |icensed
prof essional engineer or authorized entity fromoffering to provide or
provi ding the work enunerated in this subdivision, however categorized,
on the grounds that such |icensed professional engineer or authorized
entity is not |licensed to practice geol ogy.

3. The practice of |land surveying by any person that is licensed or
otherwise authorized to practice |and surveying in this state, provided
that no such person shall use the designation or hold hinself or herself
out as a "professional geologist" unless |licensed as such in this state.

4, The execution of work by contractors or by others of work prepared
by a professional geologist, or the superintendence of such work as a
superi ntendent, forenman or inspector.

5. The practice of the profession of geology by officers and enpl oy-
ees of this state practicing solely as officers and enpl oyees; provided,
however, that this exenption shall not apply to officers and enpl oyees
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of the state of New York who commence enpl oynent or the performance of
work related activities after the effective date of this section.

6. The execution of geol ogical research and/or teaching conducted at
accredited educational institutions and not-for-profit research insti-
tutions, conducted solely through those institutions.

7. Wrk custonmarily perforned by physical or natural scientists
provi ded such work does not include geol ogical investigations, being in
responsi ble charge of geological work, or the drawi ng of geol ogica
concl usi ons and reconmendati ons.

8. Work custonmarily perforned by water well drillers who have received
a certificate of registration pursuant to section 15-1525 of the envi-
ronnmental conservation | aw.

§ 9. Subdivisions 1, 2 and 4 of section 7209 of the education |aw,
subdivisions 1 and 2 as added by chapter 987 of the laws of 1971, the
openi ng paragraph of subdivision 1 as anmended by chapter 994 of the | aws
of 1971 and subdivision 4 as anended by chapter 550 of the |aws of 2011
are amended to read as foll ows:

1. Every professional engineer [and—every], |and surveyor and profes-
si onal geol ogi st shall have a seal, approved by the board, which shal
contain the nane of the professional engineer and the words "Licensed
Prof essi onal Engineer" [e+], the name of the |and surveyor and the words
"Li censed Land Surveyor" or the nanme of the professional geologist and
the words "Licensed Professional Geologist", and such other words or
figures as the board may deem necessary. Al plans, specifications,
plats and reports relating to the construction or alteration of build-
ings or structures, or geologic drawings and reports prepared by such
professional engineer [and], all plans, specifications, plats and
reports prepared by such land surveyor and all geologic drawi ngs and
reports prepared by such professional geologist or by a full-time or
part-tine subordinate under his or her supervision, shall be stanped
with such seal and shall also be signed, on the original with the
personal signature of such professional engineer [er], |and surveyor or
prof essi onal geol ogi st when filed with public officials. No official of
this state, or of any city, county, town or village therein, charged
with the enforcenent of |aws, ordinances or regul ations shall accept or
approve any plans [er], specifications, or geologic drawings or reports
that are not stanped:

a. Wth the seal of an architect or professional engineer or |and
surveyor or professional geologist licensed in this state and bearing
the authorized facsinile of the signature of such architect or profes-
sional engineer or |and surveyor or professional geol ogist, or

b. Wth the official seal and authorized facsimle of the signature of
a professional engineer or |and surveyor or professional geologist not a
resident of this state and having no established business in this state,
but who is legally qualified to practice as such in his or her own state
or country, provided that such person may |lawfully practice as such in
this state, and provided further that the plans [er], specifications, or
geol ogi ¢ drawi ngs or reports are acconpani ed by and have attached there-
to witten authorization issued by the departnent certifying to such
right to practice at such tine.

2. a. To all plans, specifications, plats and reports to which the
seal of a professional engineer or |and surveyor has been applied, there
shall also be applied a stanmp with appropriate wording warning that it
is aviolation of this [aw] article for any person, unless he or she is
acting under the direction of a licensed professional engineer or |and
surveyor, to alter an itemin any way. If an itembearing the seal of an
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engineer or land surveyor is altered, the altering engineer or |and
surveyor shall affix to the item his or her seal and the notation
"altered by" followed by his or her signature and the date of such
alteration, and a specific description of the alteration.

b. To all geologic drawings and reports to which the seal of a profes-
sional geol ogi st or professional engi neer has been applied, there shal
al so be applied a stanp with appropriate wording warning that it is a
violation of this article for any person, unless he or she is acting
under the direction of a professional geologist or professional engi-
neer, to alter a drawing or report in any way. If an itembearing the
seal of a |licensed professional geologist or professional engineer is
altered, the altering party shall affix to the itemhis or her seal and
the notation "altered by" followed by his or her signature and the date
of such alteration, and a specific description of the alteration. Noth-
ing contained in this article shall be deenmed to authorize a profes-
sional geologist to practice professional engineering unless he or she
is licensed as a professional engineer pursuant to this article.

4. Engineers, land surveyors, geologists, architects, and I|andscape
architects nmay joinin the formation of a joint enterprise, or a part-
nership or a professional service corporation or a design professiona
service corporation or may form any desired conbination of such
prof essi ons and may use in the nane of such corporation the title of any
of the professions which will be practiced. After the name of each
nmenber his or her profession shall be indicated.

§ 10. Subdivision 1 of section 7210 of the education |aw, as anended
by chapter 550 of the laws of 2011, is anmended to read as foll ows:

1. Donestic or foreign professional service corporations, design
prof essi onal service corporations, professional service limted liabil-
ity conpanies, foreign professional service limted liability conpanies,
registered limted liability partnerships, New York registered foreign
limted liability partnerships, partnerships and joint enterprises spec-
ified in subdivision four of section seventy-two hundred nine of this
article, provided each of the foregoing entities is authorized to
provide professional engineering [e+r], l|and surveying or professiona
geol ogy services and general business corporations authorized to provide
pr of essi onal engi neering or |and surveying services pursuant to subdivi-
sion six of section seventy-two hundred nine of this article may offer
to provide or provide professional engineering [e+], |and surveying or
prof essi onal geol ogy services only after obtaining a certificate of
authorization from the departnment. Except as otherw se authorized by
statute, rule or regulation, other business entities are not authorized
to offer or provide professional engineering [er], |and surveying or
pr of essi onal geol ogy services and nmay not obtain certificates of author-
i zation provided that nothing contained herein shall prohibit an indi-
vidual who is licensed to practice professional engineering [er], |and
surveying or professional geology under this article from obtaining a
certificate of authorization upon application and paynent of the appro-
priate fees provided for under this section

8§ 11. Subdivision 2 of section 7307 of the education law, as anended
by chapter 550 of the laws of 2011, is anended to read as follows:

2. Engineers, land surveyors, geologists, architects and | andscape
architects may join in the formation of a joint enterprise, or a part-
nership or a professional service corporation or a design professiona
service corporation or may form any desired conbination of such
professions and may use in the nane of such corporation the title of any
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of the professions which wll be practiced. After the nane of each
menber his or her profession shall be indicated.

§ 12. Subdivision 2 of section 7327 of the education |aw, as anmended
by chapter 550 of the laws of 2011, is anended to read as follows:

2. Engineers, land surveyors, geologists, architects and [|andscape
architects may join in the formation of a joint enterprise, or a part-
nership or a professional service corporation or a design professiona
service corporation or may form any desired conbination of such
prof essions and may use in the nane of such corporation the title of any
of the professions which will be practiced. After the name of each
menber his or her profession shall be indicated.

§ 13. Par agraphs (g) and (h) of section 1501 of the business corpo-
ration law, as added by chapter 9 of the laws of 2013, are anended to
read as foll ows:

(g) "Design professional service corporation” neans a corporation
organi zed under this article practicing professional engineering, archi-
tecture, |andscape architecture, geology, or |and surveying, or practic-
i ng any conbi nation of such professions. The provisions of this article
applicable to professional service corporations shall apply to design
prof essional service corporations except to the extent that any
provision is either inconsistent with a provision expressly applying to
desi gn professional service corporations or not rel evant thereto.

(h) "Design professional" means an individual |icensed and registered
pursuant to title eight of the education |aw to practice professiona
engi neering, architecture, |andscape architecture, geology or [and
surveyi ng.

§ 14. Paragraph (a) of section 1503 of the business corporation |aw,
as anended by chapter 550 of the laws of 2011, is amended to read as
fol | ows:

(a) Notwithstanding any other provision of |aw, one or nore individ-
ual s duly authorized by lawto render the sane professional service
within the state may organi ze, or cause to be organi zed, a professiona
service corporation for pecuniary profit under this article for the
purpose of rendering the sane professional service, except that one or
nore individuals duly authorized by |law to practice professional engi-
neering, architecture, |andscape architecture [er], |and surveying or
geology within the state may organize, or cause to be organized, a
prof essi onal service corporation or a design professional service corpo-
ration for pecuniary profit wunder this article for the purpose of
renderi ng such professional services as such individuals are authorized
to practice.

§ 15. The openi ng paragraph of paragraph (b-5) of section 1503 of the
busi ness corporation |aw, as amended by chapter 9 of the |laws of 2013,
is anended to read as foll ows:

On or after January first, two thousand twelve, the state education
department and the department of state shall allow an existing profes-
sional service corporation organized under this article and practicing
prof essional engineering, architecture, |andscape architecture, geol ogy
or land surveying, or practicing any conbination of such professions to
become a design professional service corporation as defined in this
article, provided the professional service corporation nmeets all of the
requirenents to become a design professional service corporation,
including that its nane shall end with the words "design professiona
corporation" or the abbreviation "D.P.C.", by anending its certificate
of incorporation so that it contains the foll owi ng statenents:

(b) If the surviving business entity is a professional corporation,
the restrictions on the issuance, transfer or sale of shares of a
prof essi onal service corporation or a design professional service corpo-
ration shall be suspended for a period not exceeding thirty days wth
respect to any issuance, transfer or sale of shares nade pursuant to
such merger, consolidation or reorganization, provided that: (i) no




person who would not be eligible to be a sharehol der in the absence of
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this section shall vote the shares of or receive any distribution from
such corporation; (ii) after such nmerger, consolidation or reorganiza-
tion, any professional service corporation or a design professiona

service corporation which survives or which is created thereby shall be
subject to all of the provisions of this article; and (iii) shares ther-
eafter only nmay be held by persons who are eligible to receive shares of
such professional service corporation, design professional service
corporation or such other corporation authorized and registered to prac-
tice the sane profession pursuant to the applicabl e provisions of subdi-

(c) If the surviving business entity is a professional service limted
liability conpany, the restrictions on the issuance, transfer or sale of
menbership interests of a professional service [imted liability conpany
other than the requirenents of the first two sentences of subdivision
(c) of section twelve hundred eleven of the linmted liability conpany
law, shall be suspended for a period not exceeding thirty days with
respect to any issuance, transfer or sale of nmenbership interests nade
pursuant to such nerger or consolidation, provided that: (i) no person
or business entity who would not be eligible to be a nenber in the
absence of this section shall vote or receive any distribution from such

limted liability conmpany; (ii) after such nerger or consolidation, any
prof essional service limted liability conpany that survives or that is
created thereby shall be subject to all the provisions of the Iimted

liability conmpany law, and (iii) menbership interests thereafter may be
held only by persons or business entities who are eligible to be a
nmenber of such professional service linmited liability company. Nothing
herein contained shall be construed as pernitting the practice of a
profession in this state by a limted Iliability conpany that 1is not
formed pursuant to the provisions of the [imted liability conpany | aw
or authorized to do business in the state pursuant to the provisions of
article thirteen of the limted liability conpany | aw

(d) Notwithstanding the provisions contained in paragraphs (a), (b)
and (c) of this section, no design professional service corporation
shall be nerged or consolidated with any entity unl ess such entity is a




pr of essi onal busi ness organi zation |lawfully organi zed to provide profes-
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sional services pursuant to articles one hundred forty-five, one hundred
forty-seven and one hundred forty-eight of the education | aw.

8§ 19. Paragraph (b) of section 1526 of the business corporation |aw,
as added by chapter 505 of the laws of 1983, is anmended to read as
fol |l ows:

(b) Each final plan, drawing and report made or issued by a foreign
prof essi onal service corporation practicing professional engineering,

architecture, |andscape architecture, geology or |and surveying shal
bear the nanme and seal of one or nore professional engineers, archi-
tects, |landscape architects, professional geologists or |and surveyors,

respectively, who are in responsible charge of such plan or report.

§ 20. Section 1529 of the business corporation law, as anmended by
chapter 576 of the laws of 1994, is anmended to read as follows:
§ 1529. Business corporation | aw applicabl e.

Except for the provisions of sections thirteen hundred three, thirteen
hundred four, thirteen hundred sixteen, thirteen hundred seventeen and
thirteen hundred twenty, this chapter shall be applicable to a foreign
prof essi onal service corporation to the extent that the provisions ther-
eof are not in conflict with the provisions of this article. A foreign
prof essi onal service corporation may practice in this state, or may
consolidate or nerge with another corporation, or may be a nenber of a
prof essional service limted liability conpany, a foreign professiona

service limted liability conpany, a registered linted liability part-
nership or foreign limted liability partnership, only if all of the
prof essions practiced by such corporations, linmted liability conpanies

or limted liability partnerships could be practiced by a single profes-
sional service corporation organized in this state; and, further, only
i f such foreign professional service corporation is domiciled in a state
or territory of the United States the |aws of which, at the tine of
application by such corporation under section fifteen hundred thirty of
this article, contain a reciprocal provision under which professiona
service corporations domiciled in this state may sinmilarly apply for the
privilege of doing business in any such state or territory; provided
further however, that nothing herein shall authorize a foreign profes-

sional service corporation practicing professional engineering, |and
surveying, geology, architecture and/or |andscape architecture to be a
menber or partner of a professional service limted liability conmpany, a
